          ANNUAL MEETING  
 
The 2009 Annual meeting was held on Sunday, 
November 15, at 11 am. We elected 3 people 
for three year terms, Dianne Burlew, Bob Davis 
and Richard Jesneck. One person, Joe 
Reardon, was elected for a one year un-
expired term. 
 
A package of reports from the various groups 
within the church was distributed, including a 5 
year accounting of budgets and receipts, with 
an initial proposed budget for 2010. John 
Robbert, Senior Warden, shared a few 
thoughts, as did retiring vestry members, Don 
Clarke, Carl Mantegna and Jack Smith. 
 
Tom McCormick spoke of his upcoming 
ordination on December 5 and activities with 
the RC & D Home Repair team. There will be a 
Work Camp at Camp Arrowhead again this 
coming August. 
 
The rector gave his ñState of the Parishò 
address. Bill reviewed the ongoing, and 
constantly changing, plans for the development 
of the Lighthipe property and the 
accompanying church building expansion. He 
drew attention to the principle, adopted by the 
Endowment Committee and endorsed by the 
vestry, that endowed funds income be split 
50/50 between Outreach and 
Inreach/construction.   The Diocese has very 
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supportively responded to this by making 
available a favorable line of credit for 
construction for us to request. He also noted 
that the two most commented on subjects in 
his visits to newcomers and visitors are the 
welcoming tone of the congregation, enhanced 
greatly by the printed service folders, and the 
emphasis on outreach. Support is also 
expressed for our sense of concern not for just 
people in our immediate area but also for 
those in the devastated area of New Orleans 
and the 80 girls, many abandoned on the 
streets in Honduras and, now provided housing 
and schooling by Our Little Roses. 
 
The meeting was adjourned with prayer 
following various questions and expressions of 
affirmation.

Ted Radcliffe, Pauline and Jere Wise, Bill and 
Joyce Wickham, George Watson and Dennis 
Rhodes.  Mary Thormeyer began the meeting  

by thanking various members of the committee 
for tasks completed during the past month. 
  
Joyce Wickham reported on the Our Little 
Roses orphanage for girls in Honduras.  This 
on-going outreach objective is experiencing 
financial difficulties due to the world-wide 
financial crisis and the current political 
instability in Honduras.  She further explained 
that Our Little Roses receives support from 
Episcopal Churches throughout the United 
States.  In a thank-you letter the orphanage 
administration said that our emergency 
contribution of $1,000 was greatly appreciated. 
  
Mary Thormeyer shared thank you notes 
written by the after-school participants of 
Hickory Tree.  She has arranged for the  
delivery of the Thanksgiving Baskets to 25  
families whose holiday will be extra special due 
to St. Marthaôs generosity.  Thank you for                     
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making a difference in the lives of these 
families.  The Thanksgiving Baskets were 
delivered on Monday, November 23d at 1:30 
pm.  Several Committee members volunteered  
 
to help with the delivery.  Participation in this 
annual event has been enthusiastic on the part 

of the congregation.   THANK YOU SO MUCH 
for the fantastic response to the Hickory 
Tree Thanksgiving project.    
 

Mary Davis has taken on the task of 
establishing a continuing contact with 
Episcopal Relief and Development. 
  
Following the old business, Bill Wickham took 
on the Herculean task of explaining the past 
yearôs budget and explained how the financial 
situation has affected the 2009 budget and will 
affect next yearôs budget.  The Committeeôs 
goal is to maintain as many of its projects as 
possible at current levels.  In addition the 
members agreed that it is best to maintain its 
focus on current projects rather than spreading 
its attention and resources too thin.   
  
The Committeeôs attention next turned to the 
December 6th Coffee Hour which it has agreed 
to sponsor.  This December activity brought 
the group to its most important end-of-the-
year concern:  the Angel Tree, which was set 
up in the narthex on November 23d.  The 
actual decoration of the Angel Tree will take 
place on November 30th.  This yearôs gifts for 
Hickory Tree students will not exceed $20.
